Â 1 Corinthians 12-14 are about proper order 

in the worship experience of the community.

Â Love is evidenced by us using our spiritual 

gifts in a way that always focuses on the 

building up or others and not the promotion 

of ourselves (cf. 1 Corinthians 8:1; 13:1-13).

ÂWe must pursue othersô strengthening, 

encouragement, and comfort ï14:3.

Â It appears the Corinthians had an unhealthy 

obsession with tongues, and with 

demonstrating their own individual gifts.



1 Corinthians 14:6-19

6 Now, brothers, if I come to you and speak 

in tongues, what good will I be to you, 

unless I bring you some revelation or 

knowledge or prophecy or word of 

instruction? 7 Even in the case of lifeless 

things that make sounds, such as the flute or 

harp, how will anyone know what tune is 

being played unless there is a distinction in 

the notes? 8 Again, if the trumpet does not 

sound a clear call, who will get ready for 

battle?
